Lakeview Christian Camp (to learn more go to their website www.lakeviewchristiancamp.org)

In 1957 a group of people from Christian Churches across Western Kansas pooled their resources,
signed a lease with the federal government, and began construction of a new camp on the north
shore of Cedar Bluff Reservoir. Cedar Bluff Christian Service Camp would go on to minister to youth
and adults alike for nearly 50 years.

In 2004 the leadership of Cedar Bluff Christian Service Camp realized that the future of the camp and
its potential was limited only by its inability to expand on its current property. With a sense of determi-
nation and vision they set out to find a place to continue their rich tradition with excellence. They set

their eyes on an older abandoned camp located on the southeast shore of Webster Lake near Stock-
ton, Kansas. In 2005 they reorganized to become Lakeview Christian Camp and begin mlnlsterlng to
kids again for the first time that summer.

Currently, the Executive Director is Brian Barr and the Camp Grounds
Manager is Andrew Harman. The Executive board is made up of various \\\
people from the supporting churches that have a love for LCC. Currently
serving on the board is Brian Beaver, Great Bend, Kevin Daniels, Hays,
Kerry Hookstra, Downs, Rhonda Abell, Oakley, Shelby Crawford, Scott
City, Larry Liles, Norton, and Brooks Wachs, Dodge City.

New sidewalks around the entire camp are currently being put in! There are many exciting things
happening at LCC! The God is On the Move campaign to raise money for a new dining hall is up and
going - LCC is excited about the future of Christian camping!
